New for 2009-2010
Starting this season LOO must now take on the responsibility of paying its coaches.  Due to this we felt the need to implement 2 major changes to try and ensure that everyone helps in absorbing the cost/time involved with covering this expense.

1) Mandatory parent help at all meets that we host and our triathlon.  Expectations for the home meets are that parents work a minimum of a half day for each child that is swimming in that meet. Sign-up sheets will be posted in advance of the meets and you will have ample time to sign up.  If your child is not swimming in the meet you are not required to work.  If your child is swimming and you cannot attend you may find an adult to work your shift.  You must provide the name of the adult so that they can check in at the volunteer check-in table the day of the meet. NEW THIS YEAR: If you do not help with the meet your family account will be charged $50.00 per meet. For the triathlon we understand that it is held during the summer and you may not be around.  However, there will be plenty of opportunities to help before the event.  If we can all work together and continue to grow this event it has the potential to make us a lot of money but we need everyone to pitch in.

2) The second new obligation is a $50.00 per family mandatory fundraising obligation.  This will not be assessed until the end of the first half.  Families can pay it outright or earn rebates through the scrip program to offset the amount.

Other New Items:

3) New families.  This year we are requiring that first half dues are paid at registration.  We will not cash the check however until the end of the 2 week free trial period.  Before the end of the trial period the coach will meet with all of the new parents to discuss how the try-out went, answer questions, etc. and at that time if the coach feels the child is ready to participate on the team, the parents can decide if they wish for their child to proceed.  Only then will the check be cashed.  

4) Practice Meet:  To help new swimmers prepare for their first meet we are going to have a practice meet before the end of the 2 week trial.  The practice meet will be held on Thursday, Oct. 8th with warm-ups starting at 3:30 and the meet starting at 4:00.  It will give returning swimmers a nice tune-up and teach new swimmers the start commands, how to do relays, about heat-sheets, timing systems, etc.  Should be a fun time!

5) Swim Caps – we are designing new team swim caps this year.  Since we have a great deal of the old ones left every child who signs up this year will receive a team cap.  Additional caps will be sold for $1.00 until sold out.

6) Team suits:  All returning swimmers will pay for their swimsuits when they place their order to Simply Swimming.  New swimmers should still get sized for their suit tonight and take an order form from Susie.  Then at the end of the try-out or whenever you are comfortable that your child will be on the team you can place the order and pay Simply Swimming.

7) New website:  We will be launching a new website shortly.  Parents will be able to register for all swim meets and make payments on-line.  Stay tuned!!

8) Brat Stand:  We will be hosting a brat stand at Piggly Wiggly and Ace Hardware in March….more info to follow – a nice money making opportunity for the club

9) Conference meet:  We are hosting the conference meet this year.  The meet will be held Sunday, Feb. 14th at Fort Atkinson.  This is another great opportunity!

10) We have a limited supply of past year team suits and miscellaneous suits.  They are $10.00 each and first come first serve….
